Life Odyssey Photo Story
Odysseus faces many obstacles on his journey home to Ithaca in the Odyssey.  Just like Odysseus, you have overcome many challenges and experienced many things in your own life.  Therefore, in connection with Homer’s work, you will create and illustrate your personal odyssey from your birth to present.  
Task: You will select ten symbols, plus two that indicate your beginning and the present time (for a total of 12), to represent important events in your life.  These may include such happy or sad events as religious rites, family vacations, awards, trophies or honors, births and deaths in your family, divorce, new homes or schools, scouts, etc.  Use a symbol to indicate each event of your life.  
Requirements: To complete this assignment, you will create a Photo Story of your life’s journey. The following is a list of requirements:
1. Include your birth as the first symbol.
2. Include your freshman year as the last symbol.
3. Include ten different symbols marking ten significant events in your life between your birth and present.
· Be sure to include symbols only.  Pictures of people are not acceptable on this project.  It must be a picture of something that represents that part of your life’s journey.

· Make sure it is clear what your symbol represents because you cannot include any written text in this photo story.
· Avoid using simple clipart.  Look for real images and photos to represent your journey.  Extra credit will be awarded if you take your own photos.
· Save each symbol individually on your flash drive.  Do not save them through Microsoft Word.  They need to be saved as pictures and not as a word document.
· Using multiple images to represent parts of your journey will create a stronger story.
4. Include school appropriate music that connects to your life journey.
· Save your music on your flash drive as a MP3, wma, or wav file.
· You may use any App to cut your music, adjust the speed, connect multiple songs, etc.
· Write a brief explanation of why you chose your music and how it connects to your life journey.
5. Include a bibliography of the images used in your photo story.
· Follow the bibliography directions included.

Bibliography Directions –Friday, April 17
Use the following notes and directions for properly completing your bibliography.  Remember, it must be typed with 12 point, Times New Roman font, use the structure below, and include all your images used. 
Online Images: Use the structure below to cite each online image in your bibliography.
Caption. Online Image. Web address. Date of access.

· Caption = give each image a name based on what is in the picture.  For example, a picture of a tall tree that symbolizes you growing older could have the caption “Tree.”  

· Online Image = simply type that phrase after the caption to let your readers know that your image came from the Internet.

· Web address = copy the main URL. Make sure to go to the actual website the image is from and don’t just copy the web address through Google Images.
· Date of access = the date of the day you used the online image
EXAMPLE:
Ocean Sunset.  Online Image. http://imagegallery.net. March 10, 2014.

Your Images: Use the structure below to cite photographs you personally took.
Your last name, first name. Title of the Image. Date the picture was taken.
EXAMPLE:  Thomas, Christina. Church Window.  February 7, 1998.
Music: Use the structure below to cite your music.

Artist’s last name, first. “Song Title.” Album Title. Publication date.

EXAMPLE:  Queen. “Bohemian Rhapsody.” A Night at the Opera.  1975.
Bibliography Directions for Microsoft Word (Pages will be a bit different): 

1. Open up a new document in Microsoft Word.

2. Put your name, date, and hour in the upper-left corner.

3. Type and center the title Bibliography

4. Change the alignment back to left and hit Enter.

5. Type all of your image information using the structure above. DO NOT use the tab key! Please put your sources in alphabetical order according to the first letter in the caption.  

6. Once all entries are typed, highlight all of your sources using the curser.

7. Click on Paragraph drop down box.  

8. Check to make sure the line-spacing is double-spaced.

9. In the middle of the box is a section called Indentation.  In that section is a box labeled Special. Click on the arrow and change it to Hanging.
10. Click Okay.
11. Print your bibliography to turn it in on the due date.
